Town Of Griffith Says No 
To Planned Parenthood  
Planned Parenthood of Indiana has officially withdrawn
its proposal to move its Gary office to the neighboring
town of Griffith, mostly due to an outpouring of
concern by hundreds of Griffith residents. Indiana’s
largest abortion provider originally made its intentions
known to the Griffith plan commission at its October
meeting, during which the plan commission opted to
take the matter up in mid-November.

In the weeks leading up to the November meeting,
pro-life residents of Griffith rallied mounting opposition
to the Planned Parenthood move while enduring
editorial attacks by the Gary Post-Tribune referring to
pro-lifers as “right-wing religious freaks.” A Northwest
Times of Indiana editorial also gave its support to
Planned Parenthood’s move, opining that the
conversation “should not focus on the moral issues
around Planned Parenthood.”   

Prior to the scheduled mid-November meeting,
Planned Parenthood withdrew its proposal claiming
that the Gary community’s support made its decision
to stay put. However, observers note that Planned
Parenthood’s decision was more likely based on an
expected rejection of its proposal by the Griffith plan
commission, the lack of business owners willing to
lease office space, and overwhelming community
opposition.

Indiana Right to Life President and CEO Mike
Fichter has officially published his first book entitled
“Viability: What The Pro-Life Movement Must Do To
Survive and Thrive” for national distribution. Using a
comparison to what Lewis and Clark and the Corps
of Discovery faced when they reached the Bitterroot
Mountains on today’s Montana-Idaho border, Mike
addresses the serious challenges now faced by the
pro-life movement and details seven fundamental
steps that must be taken to address these issues
while building for the long-term viability and strength
of the movement.

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Lugar Supports Judge Who Blocked Indiana’s Informed Consent Law 
Senator Richard Lugar broke with all of his Republican colleagues in supporting the highly
controversial confirmation of Judge David Hamilton to the U.S. Court of Appeals for the
Seventh Circuit. Lugar’s support for Hamilton is especially disturbing due to Judge
Hamilton’s role in blocking enforcement of Indiana’s informed consent law for nearly a
decade. Hamilton, a former leader of the Indiana chapter of the ACLU, is also known for
banning the use of Jesus’ name in prayers in the Indiana state legislature.   

In a press advisory immediately following the vote, Indiana Right to Life noted that,
"Senator Lugar's support for Judge Hamilton is a grave disappointment to Indiana's pro-life
community. Today he has given the Obama administration a federal judge who will be
antagonistic to pro-life efforts for years to come, and he has shown once again that he has
never met a liberal judicial appointment that he doesn't like."
